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This paper examines a particular aspect of the internal
dynamics of Indian parties, viz., the process of
nominating candidates for the parliamentary elections to
the lower house (Lok Sabha), which is directly elected
from 543 single-member constituencies (districts) by the
plurality rule (first-past-the-post) system.
