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Abstract:

Migrant workers contribute to the economy of a city but they would be treated as
invisible people in the city. Cinema serves as a space of cultural belonging for migrant
workers where they can watch films in their language. However, migrants would also
be disconnected from the city, disenfranchised and compartmentalised.

This dissertation is an exploratory study into finding connections between urban
culture, spaces, Bhojpuri Cinema and Bhojpuri migrant culture. It attempts to learn
the effects of urbanization on Bhojpuri Cinema and migrant culture.
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
