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The Centre for Afghanistan Studies will offer an intensive seven-

week seminar course on State-Rebuilding in Afghanistan 

beginning 8
th

 September till end October 2014. The course will be 

taught by Dr. K. N. Tennyson and Dr. Angira Sen Sarma, faculty 

members at the Centre for Afghanistan studies, MMAJ Academy of 

International Studies, Jamia Millia Islamia. 
 

 The course will focus on the rebuilding of Afghanistan in the 

immediate aftermath of the fall of the Taliban and analyse current 

and likely future policy options for state-rebuilding. The course will 

be structured as a combination of lectures, discussion and writing 

a research paper. Class attendance is mandatory. Successful 

completion of the course will entitle the student to a certificate of 

participation. The maximum intake for the course will be 20 

students.
